How to use the DIVA matrix and optimization dll’s

The DIVA matrix and optimization functionality has been collected in two dll’s. To use the matrix functionality in a new project follow the instruction bellow. The first time you want have to apply one of the dll do as follows: 

1. Add the bin directory of the DIVA project (i.e. <install dir>\bin) to your system path. On Windows NT, you can do this by adding it to the PATH variable on the Environment tab of the System control panel. On Windows 95, you’ll need to add the directory to the PATH variable in your autoexec.bat file.
2. Add the \lib directory to your library file path in MS Visual C++:
3. Add the \include directory to your include file path in MS Visual C++:
If the matrix classes should be applied do:

1. Add the DIVAMatrix.lib under Project | settings | Link | General | Object/library moduls.

2. Include the matrix header file “DMatrix.h” to the proper file in your code.

If the optimization classes should be applied do:

1. Add the DIVAOpt.lib under Project | settings | Link | General | Object/library moduls.

2. Include the relevant optimization header files to the proper file in your code.
